e Project description: The Project, commonly known as Evaluating Land Use Practices in Sierra
" Nevada Watersheds and their Impact on Water Quality, generally consists of highly visible

demonstration Best Management Practice (BMP) projects which will be implemented in Sierra
communities through workdays, further developing homeowner involvement in NPS control. This
Project addresses common and historic non-point source (NPS) pollution from land uses affecting the
Sierra Nevada range by targeting community watershed groups, homeowners and policy-makers to
contribute in implementation of control measures. Watershed groups will contribute by monitoring
chemical, physical and habitat parameters to identify problematic land use practices in Sierra
waterways. Watershed groups will also participate in two trainings; NPS site evaluation; and a
seminar on model policy and ordinances that offer pollution prevention strategies. Two guides will be
created to target homeowners and policy-makers contribution in pollutant load reductions from land
use practices. Community forums will be hosted to engage watershed groups, agencies, homeowners
and policy-makers in watershed and land use management, as more particularly described in the
financial assistance application of the Agency and the accepted plans and specmcatlons for the
Project.
