Local Public Agencies

1.  Is the applicant a local public agency as described in Appendix E of the Guidelines?

The applicant, Monterey County Water Resources Agency (MCWRA) is a district as described in the definition of Local Public Agency in Appendix E (page 45) of the Guidelines. 

2. What is the statutory or other legal authority under which the applicant was formed and is authorized to operate? 

Chapter 699 of the California Statutes of 1947 established the Monterey County Flood Control and Water Conservation District. In 1990, the District was reformulated by Chapter 52 and was renamed the Monterey County Water Resources Agency. 

3. Does the applicant have the authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State Water Board?

Yes. Under its governing Act, MCWRA has the authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State Water Board. In addition to that, the MCWRA Board of Directors passed Resolution 06-R02 on May 22, 2006, which authorizes the General Manager to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California as part of the Proposition 40 Integrated Watershed Management Grant Program.

4. Describe any legal agreements among partner agencies and/or organizations that ensure performance of the proposal and tracking of funds.

Currently there are no legal agreements between partners for this grant. However, it is anticipated that MOUs will be drafted between the partners to ensure the implementation of the grant and its resultant watershed management plan.
